
COMMISSIORER'S  ORDER  NO.  268-97
Natural Resources

A Commissioner's Order to regulate the hunting of migratory birds On-
Reservation by members of the Mine Lacs Band of Chippewa Indians.

WIIEREAS,     Commissioner's Order 173-93 estabrished a regulatory
parameter for the taking of migratory birds by individuals
under the jurisdiction of the Mine I.acs Band. and

WIIEREAS,     the U.S. F`ish and Wildlife Service and the Mille hacs Band's
Department of Natural Resources  entered into a Memorandum
of Understanding  to estabrish a sound regulatory system and
sound maliagement prograln to insure protection of migratory
bird species,   and

WIIEREAS,       the priority placed upon the taking of migratory birds will be
done with the preservation of the species; and

WIIEREAS,     the Mille I.acs Band of chippewa has reservations and lands
under its jurisdiction where  reserved hunting rigivts exist, and

WHEREAS,     the regulation of taking migratory birds is necessary to insure
the safety of members and the preservation of species
harvested.

NOW IHEREF`ORE, by the authority vested in me by the Mille IjaLcs Band of
Chippewa Indians under tribal law, I, Don Wedll, Commissioner
of Natural Resources for the Mille I.acs Band of Chippewa
Indians hereby establish the following regulations for the tahing
of rhigratory birds:

On all-tmst land or fee land under the jurisdiction of the hffle I+acs Band of Chippewa
hdians and within the boundaries of the hffi]le I.acs Reservation.

T±soortation:
All transporting of migratory birds will be done with a minimum of field dressing.  All
birds will have the head and one wing attached.

Commercial Sales:
The tahing of ndgratory birds for commercial purposes and the sale of rigratory birds
shall be strictly prohibited.  The fine for violation of this provisionwill be  at the
manrimum imposable under the Court of Central Jurisdiction.

LegalmethodOftaldn:nomifmtorv'birds:
The only allovible-method Of taking ndgratony birds will be with a shotgun and the use
of steel shot.

License reauire'ment:
The only ncense requirement for tribal bunters sball be a Band ncense to Hunt on lands
under the jurisdiction of the Mille I+acs Band Of Chippewa hdians.
* Steel shot will be used ezBrfusively ty all uted:nd hunters hunting on lands under the
jurisdiction of the Rille I.ass Band of Chippenra hdians.
