State of Minnesota. No. 3-94-1226, has found that the Band retains rights to hunt,
fish and gather under the 1837 Treaty, and

said Court has approved the adoption of a “Band Code™ to regulate hunting,
fishing and gathering by Band members in the 1837 Minnesota Ceded Territory,
which Code authorizes the Commissioner of Natural Resources of the Mille
Lacs Band to adopt a list of threatened and endangered species, and

the Mille Lacs Band has adopted the Band Code and other Bands party to said
litigation have adopted or will adopt the Band Code;

the Commissioner of Natural Resources has authority to regulate the harvest of
natural resources within the jurisdiction of the Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe Indians
under Mille Lacs Band Statute Annotated Title11, Section 2002 and Section

given the limited purpose of this order, nothing herein or the application thereof
shall be construed by any government, agency, person or circumstance as a
waiver by the Mille Lacs band of its rights under the 1837 treaty or its authority

resources within the junisdiction of the Mitle Lacs Band of Chippewa Indians
through Mille Lacs Band Statutes Annotated Title 11 Section 2002 and Title 2, et
