A RESOLUTION APPROVING AN APPLICATION TO INDIAN HEALTH SERVICE FOR
FUNDING UNDER THE “NONE FOR THE ROAD” PROGRAM

WHEREAS, the Mille Lacs Band Assembly (Reservation Business Committee) is the duly elected
governing body for the Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe Indians; and,

WHEREAS, the number one priority of the Band Assembly is to improve the overall quality of life for all
its members; and,

WHEREAS, the Department of Indian Health Services has funding available to assist Indian Tribes in
financing highway non-recurring alcohol programs which are designed to reduce high
numbers of DUI/DWI incidents and their resulting fatalities, injuries and property damage
within Indian communities; and,

WHEREAS, the Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe Indians is desirous in obtaining such funds,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, thatthe Mille Lacs Reservation Band Assembly supports the
submission of a proposal to the Department of Indian Health Services, “None for the
Road” program,

BE IT FURTHER AND FINALLY RESOLVED, that the Commissioner of Administration and the
Commissioner of Human Services are authorized to sign on behalf of the Non-Removable
Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe Indians.
