a) Band Assembly Bill 19-04-59-21: A Bill for an Act to establish the Band Commission on the
Exercise of Inherent Sovereign Rights of the Indigenous People who comprise the Non-
Removable Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe.

The Band Assembly has determined that it is in the best interests of the Band that an
independent commission be established to evaluate the Band’s relationship with the Minnesota
Chippewa Tribe. This Bill creates an independent commission for the purpose of providing to
the Band an analysis of possible courses of action. The commission is to complete its work by
September 30, 2022.

Band Assembly Bill 19-04-61-21: A Bill of Supplemental Appropriation for the purpose of
authorizing expenditures and budget revisions/transfers for the Executive Branch and
Legislative Branch for the Fiscal Year ending September 30, 2021. This bill has been drafted
based on formal documents submitted by the Administration Policy Board on August 13, 2021
as well as documents submitted by the District | Representative on August 13, 2021.

Band Assembly Bill 19-04-62-21: A Bill repealing Titles 12, 13, and 14 of Mille Lacs Band
Statutes (“MLBS”) and reenacting them in a revised Title 12, entitled “Community
Development.”
