1. Proposal must include plan to complete road construction according to the Natural Resource Conservation Service Minnesota construction and specification provided at the site visit. 
2. Work will include installation of 32 LN. FT 12’’ diameter culvert covered to 30 yards of class 5 gravel.
3. Contractor will cut, fill and shape half a mile of designated route. Contractor will follow all Designated NRCS soil erosion methods.
4. Contractor must comply with all state and local laws, ordinances, codes, and/or regulations applicable for the installation.
